John 5:22-23 & 27 
22 Moreover, the Father judges no one, but has entrusted all judgment to the Son, 23 that all may 

honor the Son just as they honor the Father.  Whoever does not honor the Son does not honor the Father, 

who sent him .  .  .  27 And he has given him authority to judge because he is the Son of Man. 

 

Matthew 7:26-29  [The Message (MSG)] 
26-27 “But if you just use my words in Bible studies and don’t work them into your life, you are like a 

stupid carpenter who built his house on the sandy beach.  When a storm rolled in and the waves came 

up, it collapsed like a house of cards.” 
28-29 When Jesus concluded his address, the crowd burst into applause.  They had never heard 

teaching like this.  It was apparent that he was living everything he was saying — quite a contrast to 

their religion teachers!  This was the best teaching they had ever heard. 

 

Matthew 28:18 

Then Jesus came to them and said, "All authority in heaven and on earth has been given to me. . .” 
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27 They did not understand that he was telling them about his Father.  28 So 

Jesus said, “When you have lifted up the Son of Man, then you will know 

that I am the one I claim to be and that I do nothing on my own but speak 

just what the Father has taught me.  29 The one who sent me is with me; he 

has not left me alone, for I always do what pleases him.”

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37 “I know you are Abraham’s descendants.  Yet you are ready to kill me, 

because you have no room for my word.  38 I am telling you what I have 

seen in the Father’s presence, and you do what you have heard from your 

father.”

39 “Abraham is our father,” they answered.   

“If you were Abraham’s children,” said Jesus, “then you would do the 

things Abraham did.

 The Genesis 22 () passage is but one example. 

 

Genesis 22:1-19  
1 Some time later God tested Abraham.  He said to him, “Abraham!”  

“Here I am,” he replied.  
2 Then God said, “Take your son , your only son, Isaac, whom you love, and go to the region of 

Moriah.  Sacrifice him there as a burnt offering on one of the mountains I will tell you about.  ”  
3 Early the next morning Abraham got up and saddled his donkey.  He took with him two of his 

servants and his son Isaac.  When he had cut enough wood for the burnt offering, he set out for the place 

God had told him about.  4 On the third day Abraham looked up and saw the place in the distance.  5 He 
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said to his servants, “Stay here with the donkey while I and the boy go over there.  We will worship and 

then we will come back to you.  ”  
6 Abraham took the wood for the burnt offering and placed it on his son Isaac, and he himself carried 

the fire and the knife.  As the two of them went on together, 7 Isaac spoke up and said to his father 

Abraham, “Father?”  

“Yes, my son?” Abraham replied.  

“The fire and wood are here,” Isaac said, “but where is the lamb for the burnt offering?”  
8 Abraham answered, “God himself will provide the lamb for the burnt offering, my son.” And the 

two of them went on together.  
9 When they reached the place God had told him about, Abraham built an altar there and arranged 

the wood on it.  He bound his son Isaac and laid him on the altar, on top of the wood.  10 Then he 

reached out his hand and took the knife to slay his son.  11 But the angel of the Lord called out to him 

from heaven, “Abraham!  Abraham!”  

“Here I am,” he replied.  
12 “Do not lay a hand on the boy,” he said.  “Do not do anything to him.  Now I know that you fear 

God, because you have not withheld from me your son, your only son.”  
13 Abraham looked up and there in a thicket he saw a ram caught by its horns.  He went over and 

took the ram and sacrificed it as a burnt offering instead of his son.  14 So Abraham called that place The 

Lord Will Provide.  And to this day it is said, “On the mountain of the Lord it will be provided.  ”  
15 The angel of the Lord called to Abraham from heaven a second time 16 and said, “I swear by 

myself, declares the Lord, that because you have done this and have not withheld your son, your only 

son, 17 I will surely bless you and make your descendants as numerous as the stars in the sky and as the 

sand on the seashore.  Your descendants will take possession of the cities of their enemies, 18 and 

through your offspring all nations on earth will be blessed, because you have obeyed me.”  
19 Then Abraham returned to his servants, and they set off together for Beersheba.  And Abraham 

stayed in Beersheba. 

 
40 “As it is, you are determined to kill me, a man who has told you the truth 

that I heard from God.  Abraham did not do such things.  41a You are doing 

the things your own father does.”  
 

Q30.  Verse 41a: Who is the “father” to whom Jesus refers?  And why did Jesus tell the religious leaders, 

“You are doing the things your own father does”? 
 

 

 
41b “We are not illegitimate children,” they protested.  “The only Father we 

have is God himself.”  
 

Q31.  If God was their Father, how would they have acted? 
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Matthew 22:37-40  [The Message (MSG)] 
37-40 Jesus said, “‘Love the Lord your God with all your passion and prayer and intelligence.’  This is 

the most important, the first on any list.  But there is a second to set alongside it: ‘Love others as well as 

you love yourself.’ These two commands are pegs; everything in God’s Law and the Prophets hangs 

from them.” 

 

James 2:14-17  [The Message (MSG)] 
14-17 Dear friends, do you think you’ll get anywhere in this if you learn all the right words but never 

do anything [actions]?  Does merely talking about faith indicate that a person really has it?  For instance, 

you come upon an old friend dressed in rags and half-starved and say, “Good morning, friend!  Be 

clothed in Christ!  Be filled with the Holy Spirit!” and walk off without providing so much as a coat or a 

cup of soup — where does that get you?  Isn’t it obvious that God-talk without God-acts [actions] is 

outrageous nonsense?

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Acts 28:27 

For this people’s heart has become calloused; they hardly hear with their ears, and they have closed 

their eyes.  Otherwise, they might see with their eyes, hear with their ears, understand with their hearts, 

and turn, and I would heal them.’ 
 

Hebrews 3:7-9 
7 So, as the Holy Spirit says: “Today, if you hear his voice, 8 do not harden your hearts as you did in 

the rebellion, during the time of testing in the desert, 9 where your fathers tested and tried me and for 

forty years saw what I did.

Hebrews 4:7 

Therefore, God again set a certain day, calling it Today, when a long time later he spoke through 

David, as was said before: “Today, if you hear his voice, do not harden your hearts.”

Ephesians 4:17-18 
17 So I tell you this, and insist on it in the Lord, that you must no longer live as the Gentiles do, in the 

futility of their thinking.  18 They are darkened in their understanding and separated from the life of God 

because of the ignorance that is in them due to the hardening of their hearts. 

 
44 “You belong to your father, the devil, and you want to carry out your 

father’s desire.  He was a murderer from the beginning, not holding to the 

truth, for there is no truth in him.  When he lies, he speaks his native 

language, for he is a liar and the father of lies.  45 Yet because I tell the truth, 

you do not believe me!  46 Can any of you prove me guilty of sin?  If I am 

telling the truth, why don’t you believe me?  47 He who belongs to God 

hears what God says.

name by which I am to be remembered from generation to generation. 
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Q42.  In verse 53 (), the Jews said that “Abraham .  .  .  died” (and by implication all of the other prophets

Matthew 22:23, 29-33 

23 That same day the Sadducees, who say there is no resurrection, came to [Jesus] with a question. . .  
29 Jesus replied, “You are in error because you do not know the Scriptures or the power of God.          

30 At the resurrection people will neither marry nor be given in marriage; they will be like the angels in 

heaven.  31 But about the resurrection of the dead — have you not read what God said to you, 32 ‘I am 

the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob’?  He is not the God of the dead but of the 

living.” 
33 When the crowds heard this, they were astonished at his teaching. 

 
54 Jesus replied, “If I glorify myself, my glory means nothing.  My Father, 

whom you claim as your God, is the one who glorifies me.  55 Though you 

do not know him, I know him.  If I said I did not, I would be a liar like you, 

but I do know him and keep his word.  56 Your father Abraham rejoiced at 

the thought of seeing my day; he saw it and was glad.”  
 

Q43.  These are religious leaders.  Why did Jesus state, “My Father, whom you claim as your God .  .  .  you 

do not know him”? 
 

 

 

 Note to verse 56 (): there appears to be no passages in Scripture from which verse 56 is quoted.  However, the 

inference in the historical narrative of the Old Testament demonstrates that prophets did “see. . . My day . . . and was 

glad”. 

 

Exodus 3:14 

God said to Moses, “I AM WHO I AM”; and He said, “Thus you shall say to the sons of Israel, ‘I 

AM has sent me to you.’” 

 

Isaiah 41:4 

“Who has performed and accomplished it, Calling forth the generations from the beginning?  ‘ I, the 

Lord, am the first, and with the last.  I am He.’” 
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Isaiah 43:10 

“You are My witnesses,” declares the Lord, “And My servant whom I have chosen, so that you may 

know and believe Me And understand that I am He.  Before Me there was no God formed, and there will 

be none after Me. 

 

Isaiah 46:4 

Even to your old age I will be the same, and even to your  graying years I will bear you!  I have done 

it, and I will carry you; and I will bear you and I will deliver you. 

 

Isaiah 52:6 

Therefore, My people shall know My name; therefore in that day I am the one who is speaking, 

‘Here I am.’” 

 
57 “You are not yet fifty years old,” the Jews said to him, “and you have seen 

Abraham!”  
58 “I tell you the truth,” Jesus answered, “before Abraham was born, I am!”

Leviticus 24:13-16  [The Message (MSG)] 
13-16 Then God spoke to Moses: “Take the blasphemer outside the camp.  Have all those who heard 

him place their hands on his head; then have the entire congregation stone him.  Then tell the Israelites, 

Anyone who curses God will be held accountable; anyone who blasphemes the Name of God must be 

put to death.  The entire congregation must stone him.  It makes no difference whether he is a foreigner 

or a native, if he blasphemes the Name, he will be put to death.
