Q9. Does the phrase “like a branch that . . . withers” refer to a person’s physical body or their spirit?

Q10. Does the phrase “branches . . . thrown into the fire” merely represent a strong word picture
(metaphor) or does it foretell a future event?

Revelation 20:14-15
14 Then death and Hades were thrown into the lake of fire. The lake of fire is the second death. ° If
anyone's name was not found written in the book of life, he was thrown into the lake of fire.

7If you remain in me and my words remain in you, ask whatever you wish,
and it will be given you.

John 12:49 [In this verse Jesus states that His authority came from the instructions/directions/commands given to Him from His Father, and which
He obediently performed.]

For I did not speak of my own accord, but the Father who sent me commanded me what to say and
how to say it.

John 14:15
“If you love me, you will obey what | command.”

John 14:21
“Whoever has my commands and obeys them, he is the one who loves me. He who loves me will be

loved by my Father, and I too will love him and show myself to him.”

# Definition: Agape love: selfless love; love is given and nothing is expected in return; unconditional.

5] no longer call you servants for bondservants, or slaves), because a servant does not
know his master's business. Instead, I have called you friends, for
everything that I learned from my Father I have made known to you.

Q27. What is a “bondservant”?
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# Definition: Bondservant, servant, slave: The word bondservant comes from the Greek word doulos, meaning “one who is
subservient to, and entirely at the disposal of, his master; a slave.” In Roman times, the term bondservant or slave could
refer to someone who voluntarily served others. But it usually referred to one who was held in a permanent position of
servitude. Under Roman law, a bondservant was considered the owner’s personal property. Slaves essentially had no
rights and could even be killed with impunity by their owners. The Hebrew word for “bondservant,” ‘ebed, had a similar
connotation. However, the Mosaic Law allowed an indentured servant to become a bondservant voluntarily: “If the
servant declares, ‘I love my master and my wife and children and do not want to go free,” then his master must take him
before the judges. He shall take him to the door or the doorpost and pierce his ear with an awl. Then he will be his
servant for life” (Exodus 21:5-6). [http://www.gotquestions.org/bondservant.html]

The Hatred of the World

53 When Jesus had finished these parables, he moved on from there.

54 Coming to his hometown, he began teaching the people in their synagogue, and they were amazed.
"Where did this man get this wisdom and these miraculous powers?" they asked. * "Isn't this the
carpenter's son? Isn't his mother's name Mary, and aren't his brothers James, Joseph, Simon, and Judas?
% Aren't all his sisters with us? Where then did this man get all these things?"

57 And they took offense at him. But Jesus said to them, "Only in his hometown and in his own
house is a prophet without honor."

%8 And he did not do many miracles there because of their lack of faith.

Matthew 26:3-5 [1.B. Phillips New Testament (Phillips)]

35 At that very time the chief priests and elders of the people had assembled in the court of Caiaphas,
the High Priest, and were discussing together how they might get hold of Jesus by some trick and Kill
him. But they kept saying, “It must not be during the festival or there might be a riot.”

1 If you belonged to the world, it would love you as its own. As it is, you
do not belong to the world, but I have chosen you out of the world. That is
why the world hates you.

Let not those rejoice over me who are wrongfully my foes, and let not those wink the eye who hate
me without cause.

Psalm 69:4 [English Standard Version (ESV)]
More in number than the hairs of my head are those who hate me without cause; mighty are those
who would destroy me, those who attack me with lies. What 1 did not steal must I now restore?
